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Abstract

Evaluation of short-term vocational education management project of
secondary school students who studied in Yala Polytechnic College.

The purpose of this study was to assess the short-term professional
education management project of high school students who studied in Yala
Polytechnic College, which was divided into 4 fields: educational management
context, educational management factors, management processes. And educational
management productivity. The groups used in this study were those involved in
Junior high school and Senior high school who attended short-term vocational
courses in Yala Polytechnic in the first semester in 2020. From a sample of 192

people.

The Results of the study were as follows:

1. Contextual assessment results found that overall, the assessment
results were at a high level. and pass the required skills assessment criteria  When
considering each item, it was found that The items with the highest average of the
assessment results were the principles and reasons consistent with the Office of
Vocational Education Commission, followed by the clear preparation of the project
implementation. which is at the highest level As for the items with the lowest
assessment results, the objectives of the project were clear and the short-term
vocational education arrangements were in accordance with the school's needs.
which is at a high level

2. The results of the assessment of factors found that overall, the
assessment results were at a high level. and passed the assessment criteria as
specified When considering each item, it was found that The item with the highest
average score was the lecturer or expert having knowledge of the subject taught.
Which was at the highest level, followed by teachers who have skills in the subjects
taught. Teachers are proficient in the subjects they teach. Lecturers or experts are
skilled in the subjects taught and materials and equipment are ready for learning

management in each field of study. which is at the highest level As for the items



with the lowest average evaluation results, the support budget was sufficient. which
is at a high level

3. The results of the process evaluation found that overall, the
assessment results were at a high level and passed the specified assessment criteria.
When considering each item, it was found that The assessment items with the
highest average assessment results were professional arrangements consistent with
the student's grade level. and teachers are prepared to teach which was at the
highest level, followed by the professional context of school needs Courses are
adjusted in accordance with the current context. The duration of study is
appropriate for the course. There was a meeting to explain professional teaching
and learning management. Teachers are involved in the preparation of additional
professional records. in accordance with the needs of the learners And there is
continuous supervision of teaching and learning. which is at a high level As for the
items with the lowest average of the assessment results, the courses were
continuously developed. which is at a high level

4. Productivity assessment results Overall, the assessment results were
at a high level. and pass the specified assessment criteria  When considering each
item, it was found that the assessment item with the highest average evaluation
result was that the learners had consistently increased their professional learning
progress. Which is at a high level, followed by learners who have patience in
learning the profession. which is at a high level As for the items with the lowest
average evaluation results, students applied local resources. in teaching and learning
